He helps

Morgan accept the truth: Wicca is in her blood. As Morgan learns more about Wicca, she realizes

that she needs to find out more about her parentage. The answers are there, but she doesn't know

how to find them. --This text refers to the MP3 CD edition.
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"The Coven" picks up right where book #1 left off. In just a few days Morgan has discovered Wicca,

fallen in love and fought with her best friend. Now it seems that everything she has believed about

herself and her family for the last sixteen years is about to be exposed as a lie...I've gotta say I liked

this book a lot more than I did "Book of Shadows". Initially, I didn't find the characters that interesting
